Introduction
The course is offered for new students at undergraduate level.

Objective

The objective of this course is to help students become aware of their own individual ways of learning and
to look at how different study, reading and note-taking techiques are effective at university level. Students
will be guided on how to improve their own study skills by learning new study strategies and also by
focusing on how to be more disciplined and structured in their learning. Various study tools and methods
will be introduced to help students make the most of their studies and to help them be more structured and
goal focused. In addition, students will be given important guidelines on searching for academic literature,
both electronically and in the library. These research skills will greatly assist students in completing
assignments and projects as part of their degree programme. The course will also focus on the importance
of using a proper reference system to avoid plagiarism (copying) in written exams, as copying is strictly
illegal. The course also includes ideas for effective planning of your own course work, individually and in
study groups. We will also discuss how it is to be a new student and work through examples of past exam
questions to help students understand what is expected of them in exams.

At the end of the workshop students should be able to:

* Discuss different reading and note taking strategies, having tried some of them

* Understand different study techniques and ways to improve memory and concentration
* Realise personal inner and outer motivational factors and utilise these at university

* Apply time management skills in their studies

* Understand the importance of effective group work

* Understand and apply Bl's honour code and referencing formats in academic writing

* Appreciate key academic writing strategies for writing assignments

* Know how to read and understand university exam question effectively

* Appreciate cultural similarities and differences in a multi-national classroom

* Use Bl's on-line resources
