All })"public tranport in Norway is expensive, so we advife you to
con your needs throughly before you decide wupon what kind of
pass to buy.

A monthly pass covering both the Sandvika region and the whole
of Oslo costs 530 NKr a month. (You will need a photo. They can
be bougth at the train station in Sandvika) Monthly pass for the
Sandvika region is 400 NKr (which means, if you live in Sandvika,
and go to Oslo more than 6 times during a month, it is worthwhile
buying a card covering Oslo also).

For monthly passes, they can also be bought for the Sandvika
region (and you will then have to pay 13NKr extra for going to
Oslo).

The cheapest way to get around Oslo by public transport is with a
pass for unlimited travel within the city limits. These passes
cost NOK 440,- per month or NOK 120,- for a 7-day pass. They are
valid for travel on buses, trams, and on all the subways, east and
west ("T-banen") and on NSB local trains within the city. They
can also be used on boats to the local islands, Bygdgy and
Heveddya.

Those who do not already have a pass, can buy one from the counter
at the National Theater station, or from the Oslo Transport
Authority office at Xirkeristen (mear -Domkirken —-the-main-ehurch
4in the middle-of the city), or from "Trafikanten" - the Oslo
Transport Authority ticket and information office at
Jernbanetorget (just outside the Oslo Central Railway Station,
open weekdays 07:00 to 20:00, weekends from 08:00 to 18:00,

Tel. 17 70 30).

You must remember to bring a passport-size photograph! The passes
may then be renewed for another month at the same places, or -
more conveniently - at the University Post Office and at Narvesen
kiosks (newsstands), which are located throughout the Oslo area,
also at Majorstua).

Driving after Drinking

Arnyone, Norwegian or foreigner, who drives a moter vehicle
with over 0.05% alcohol in his/her blood is unconditionally
liable to a minimum of THREE WEEKS in jail (and if
Norwegian, the loss of driver's license for one year or
more). Two mild beers or one cocktail can be enough to
result in this 1/20 of 1%:alcochol.

Narcotics

Norwegian law forbids the use, possession, or sale of
narcotics, including marijuana. Infringements of this law
leads to prosecution and prison sentence and for foreigners
subsequent deportation.

Please note that the ISS would be powerless to help anyone
involved in either of the above cases.

Public tranportation in Norway is relatively expensive, however it is very reliable and very
comprehensive. Nevertheless, it pays to buy either a half-year pass or a monthly one.
